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Innledning

Etter a ha sett tilbake pa auksjon 39 som ble en braksuksess,

med bade rekord i auksjonsomsetning og internasjonal
oppmerksombet, s var lista lagt sveert hoyt foran den kommende
auksjonen. Ville vi fa innlevert nok spennende objekter og klare

a skape den samme entusiasmen blant vare budgivere? Svaret
kommer i form av en ny rekordauksjon som helt sikkert vil hoste
stor oppmerksomhet bade i Norge og internasjonalt. Vi har gleden
av 4 presentere en meget variert auksjon med enestaende objekter
fra alle tidsperioder og som dekker hele skalaen nar det gjelder
pris.

Som om dette ikke var nok sa kan vi
ogsa skilte med to dekadrakmer preget i Babylon under Alexander
den Store samt flere sjeldne romerske gullmynter. La oss avslutte
med et av auksjonens hgydepunkter, en romersk selvmedaljong
preget under keiser Valentinian L. Ikke bare er det den storste
romerske splvmedaljongen som er kjent, men det er dessuten det
eneste kjente eksemplaret.

The coin offered is from a gold emission of 100 ducats, minted at the Bydgoszcz (Bromberg) mint in 1621. It was
struck with dies AA (obverse A, reverse A), with a distinctive die crack at the bottom of the reverse.

It is listed in JaseK’s catalog as number 100.10, with an auction provenance of G. Hirsch (1967), Stack’s (2008) and
Classical Numismatic Group (2018). It is one of 17 full-weight 100 ducats examples known to the author, 7 of which
are currently in the museum collections (2 in Poland, 3 in Hungary, 1 in Germany, 1 in the US). Of the remaining 10
examples in private collections, only 3 of them, including the offered piece, appeared for sale in the 21. century. Jasek
published images of 11 of the 17 known specimens in his catalog, and the one we are offering at auction is by far the
best preserved specimen. It was used as a model coin for showing AA dies in Jasek’s catalog. Please, see the next lot

Sigismund III Vasa (Polish: Zygmunt), born in Sweden in 1566, was the son of the Swedish king Johan I1I

and his Polish wife Katarzyna Jagiellonka. Sigismund was elected as monarch to the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth in 1587 with the titles king of Poland and Grand Duke of Lithuania. He reigned until his death in
1632. The king wanted to create a personal union between the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth and Sweden,
and he claimed the Swedish throne when his father died in 1592. However, fearing that the orthodox Catholic
king of Poland would re-establish Catholicism in Protestant Sweden, he was challenged by the Protestant
movement leaded by his own uncle Karl. Karl would later be elected as king Karl IX of Sweden. Sigismund was
forced to accept resolutions of the 1593 Uppsala Synod declaring that Sweden was a Lutheran Protestant state.
He also had to share his crown with Karl IX who reigned as king of Sweden while Sigismund remained in Poland.
His continuous attempts the subjugate the Swedish nobility would eventually lead to several riots and battles that
ended with his disposal as king of Sweden in 1599. He also lost most of Livonia (in present day Estonia and
Latvia) and Riga in his later attempts to regain the Swedish crown and was forced to sign an unfavorable peace
treaty at Altmark in 1629. Sigismund was more successful in Poland. He led a successful invasion of Russia and
seized Smolensk and Moscow for a few years. As a protector of Christian values and a vigorous fighter against
the Ottoman expansions, he stopped the Turkish army’s invasion of Europe at the Battle of Chocimin 1621. The
battle was not a decisive one, but the Polish hussars inflicted heavy losses on the Janissaries of Sultan Osman 11,
and they eventually had to withdraw from the battlefield. As Jasek points out in his book on the 1621 hundred
ducats emission, the military outcome of the Battle of Chocim was certainly not the reason for minting such a
magnificent coin, but in religious terms, the stoppage of the Turkish army was crucial to the fate of Europe. In
case of the Polish army defeat at Chocim, the Sultan had an open gate to the Islamization of Europe at that time.
Due to this reason the battle was proclaimed as a great victory and celebrated across Europe. In 1621 the

famous engraver Samuel Ammon prepared the dies for the impressive coin emission. The 70 mm diameter coin
stands tall among the biggest gold coins ever struck in Europe, a title shared with only a few equally monumental
issues from the Holy Roman Empire and Transylvania. However, in terms of artistic craftsmanship and perfection
of the depiction of the king’s portrait, equal in detail to the best paintings, it remains one of the most spectacular
coins ever minted.

A very impressive issue with only a slight wear on the highest points which are
highlighted by the most delicate cabinet toning

This coin and the more famous 100 ducats are often incorrectly connected with the Battle of Chocim in
1621. In fact, as Jasek explains in his book, it was technically impossible for the coin to be planned as a
commemoration of the Battle of Chocim due to the signing of the peace treaty in October 1621,

the timeframe necessary for the production of at least one set of such large dies, and the death of

the engraver in March 1622. The production of the dies must have started prior to the Battle of Chocim.

This silver strike is one of two specimens of this weight known to Jasek, and it is worth adding that this one

is in a much better state of preservation that the other piece. However, our specimen seems to be a later strike
when examining the minting technique and the surface of the coin. In addition to the 10 taler piece, lighter
pieces weighing 3, 3.5, 4, 4.5, 5 and 5.5 talers were struck in silver. In total, only 11 silver pieces are known,
which is much less than all the known pieces of the full weight of 100 ducats minted in gold. As we read in
Jasek’s catalog, all the silver specimens were struck with BB-dies. It is worth mentioning that both sides of
the 10 taler silver strike are struck fully legible, which is not the case for many silver coins of this issue.

The coin, like the gold exemplar in our auction, comes from the famous Henry Karolkiewicz coin auction

Johan was born in 1537 and was the son of king Gustav I Vasa and Margareta Leijonhuvud. His father gave him the
title Duke of Finland alongside with territories in south-western Finland. His elder half-brother Erik XIV inherited the
Swedish throne from Gustav in 1560 and imprisoned Johan in 1563, fearing that he would make his own claim to the
throne. Johan was released from prison in 1667 and managed to overthrow Erik with significant help from his brother
Karl and the Swedish nobility. He was crowned as king Johan III of Sweden in 1569 and he acclaimed the title Grand
Duke of Finland from 1581.

Johan made an alliance with Poland through the marriage of Katarzyna Jagiellonka and took part in several military
campaigns against the Russian Empire. At the end of his reign, he had secured territories in present-day Estonia which
sparked the beginning of Swedish dominance in the Baltic region.

Johan had a passion for science, religion, and arts, and he oversaw the construction of many churches and castles.
However, he had limited knowledge about economy and state finances, and his reign was troubled with financial
problems. The minting of debased silver coins is said to have been driving up the inflation during his reign.

Johan still managed to produce high-quality gold and silver coins for special occasions. Written records tell us that he
melted down foreign gold coins and struck a small number of portugalosers/10 ducats. The coins were minted with
the same dies as used for his double talers. These monumental gold coins were likely used as gifts and bribery for his
supporters in the Swedish and Polish nobility.

The city of Naxos was located on the east cost of Sicily in modern day Giardini Naxos near Taormina. The city was
founded by Greek colonists from the island of Naxos in the Cyclades and from Chalcis in Euboea. Naxos is regarded

as one of the most ancient of all Greek colonies in Sicily and was founded in 734/5 BC. The colony soon developed

into a prosperous city with an advanced agriculture on the fertile volcanic soil in the shadows of Mount Etna. The city
established its first colony Leontini in 730 BC and Aitna (Katane) followed a few years later. However, the wealth of
Naxos attracted the attention of their mighty neighbours in the south. The city was besieged and taken by the despot
Hippocrates of Gela in 491/1 BC and later passed under the influence of Syracuse and its tyrants. The ambitious tyrant
Hieron forced the people of Naxos and Aitna to relocate to Leontini in 470 BC, and he repopulated and completely rebuilt
the two cities in his own manner. Following the death of Hieron in 461 BC, Naxos and Aitna were again repopulated
by its original inhabitants that returned home from their exile in Leontini. The people of Naxos issued this spectacular
tetradrachm to commemorate the refoundation of their city.

The coin is a fine mix of elements from the early and more restrained archaic era and the more artistic and naturalistic
early classical period. All known specimens of this rare issue are struck from a single pair of dies produced by a very
skilled master engraver. The name of this master is not known to us, but he seems to have produced other significant
works in the same period. The elaborate depiction of Dionysios on the obverse has many similarities with the unique
Aitna tetradrachm located in Bibliothéque Royale in Brussels and which likely is a work by the same artist.

Yet unknown, this skilled master left us some of the greatest coins from the fifth century BC and his works

must have been an inspiration for later engravers in the Greek world.

The Greek city of Syracuse was founded by Greek settlers from Corinth and Tenea in 734-733 BC. Located on a favorable
spot in south-east Sicily, the city developed into one of the most powerful states in the Mediterranean between the seventh
and fifth centuries BC. Their economic and military power is reflected in their vast and much celebrated coinage which
spans over three centuries.

In around 470-460 BC, Syracuse issued a very special series of coins comprising of dekadrachms and tetradrachms of the
same iconography and very refined late archaic style. The series clearly stands out from all other coins produced at the
mint in same time-period and has been attributed to the so called «Demareteion Master». The exact date and occasion
for this series has been fiercely debated among scholars for decades. However, minting of a special emission such as the
dekadrachm has traditionally been attributed to a military victory or other significant occasion.

The current consensus among scholars is that the coins were struck sometime after the battle of Himera in 479 BC where
Syracuse won a decisive battle against Carthage. The coins may have been a commemorative series celebrating this
military victory or even celebrating expulsion of the tyrants after the death of Hieron I in 466 BC. However, some argues
for a more practical function for the coins notably as payment for the foreign mercenaries who aided Syracuse in the war
against the Carthaginians. It is tempting to believe that the dekadrachms were special payment meant for more prominent
persons such as military commanders.

King Alexander III (The Great) of Macedon is known as one of the most brilliant and successful military commanders
of all time. By the age of thirty, Alexander had carved out a vast, though short-lived empire, stretching from Greece to
northwestern India.

One of the Alexander’s finest victories was the decisive battle fought against the Persian king Darius III at Gaugamela in
331 BC. Alexander’s brilliant and cunning military tactics outmaneuvered the Persian army, and his victory brought an
end to the Achaemenid Empire. The victory left Alexander with large quantities of silver seized from the baggage train of
the Persian army and from the city of Babylon.

At Babylon, the bullion was converted into coins
including a huge emission of tetradrachms and

a much smaller emission of dekadrachms.

The dekadrachm of Alexander III is very rare

and only 20-25 specimens struck from three different
obverse dies are known today. The scarcity of the
coin suggests that it was produced on a very small
scale and possibly served as a ceremonial issue that
was given to high-ranking officers and distinguished
soldiers.

On the obverse, the coin displays a fine portrait of
Herakles wearing his lion skin headdress. The reverse
displays Zeus, the head of the Olympian pantheon,
sitting on his throne and holding an eagle in his

Shahpur I was the second Sasanian king of Persia, modern day Iran. He reigned from around AD 240-270 and he ruled
as co-regent with his father Ardashir I until the latter died in AD 242. During his reign the Sasanian Empire experienced
territorial gains and consolidation of power in the region. He subjugated the Kushan and Saka rulers in the east, claiming
much territory in current day Turkmenistan, Afghanistan, and Pakistan. Shahpur also inflicted several crushing defeats
on the weakened Roman Empire in the provinces of Syria and Mesopotamia. After conquering the strongholds of Nisibis
and Carrhae in Mesopotamia, he pushed into Syria and sacked several cities in the region. He won a decisive battle
against the roman army at Misiche in AD 244 and the young emperor Gordian III was killed during the battle or by

his own troops right after the defeat. His successor Philip I was forced to sign an unfavorable peace treaty with Shahpur
and pay him a vast amount of gold. However, Shahpur had his greatest success during his next campaign in AD 260
where the Roman army was utterly crushed in a battle at Edessa. The roman emperor Valerian I himself was captured
by the army of Shahpur and held in captivity until he died sometime between AD 260 and 264. It is said that Shahpur
used the unfortunate Valerian as footstool to mount his horse and humiliated him in several other ways. Some sources
claim that the body of Valerian was stuffed and even put on display as a trophy in a Persian temple.

The emperor Severus Alexander was one of the last «great builders» of Rome and he oversaw extensive renovation and
expansion of many public buildings in Rome during his reign.

This incredible silver medallion from the reign of Valentinian I stands out in the group of medallic issues from the late
Roman period. With the impressive weight of 103.70 grams, or one third of a Roman pound of silver, is this the largest
Roman silver medallion known to us. It is also the only known specimen of its kind. In ancient times, the monetary value
would have been equal to 48 siliquae or two gold solidi. Compared to many other medallions in gold and silver from this
period, this specimen does not bear a clearly unique design in terms of portraiture or reverse composition. The medallion
appears to be an «oversized» siliqua bearing the mintmark of Antioch. The choice of this design could be used as an
argument for its purpose as a special mean of payment rather than being a purely ceremonial issue. The medallion was
most likely struck in the occasion for Valentinian’s quinquennial celebration in AD 369, and it might have been used as
a special gift or payment for a high-ranking military officer. The cataloger at Goldberg proposed that the recipient could
have been Count Theodosius himself, peacemaker of Britannia at this time and father of the later emperor Theodosius I
the Great (r.
